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The Fifth Steering Committee of CaribVET met in the Dominican Republic 4-5 May 2010. There were 54 participants from 26 countries, 11 organisations and universities. There was also representation from the Dutch and US Caribbean territories. Key issues discussed were the CaribVET Charter, the new logo and website and the recognition of CaribVET by the OIE.

 

The OIE Regional Commission for the Americas unanimously voted to accept the proposed cooperation agreement between CaribVET & the OIE. The agreement was presented by Dr. Max Millien, CVO of Haiti at the regional Commission meeting in Paris, 24 May 2010. Present at that meeting from CaribVET were Barbados, Haiti, Belize, Cuba, The DR, Canada and the USA.

 

Dr. Emerio Serrano, the CVO for Cuba, has been awarded the Gold medal of the OIE for outstanding services rendered to the international veterinary sciences.

Industry Support
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The Government of Canada has announced the availability of CD$961,000 to food processors in Western Canada to assist with food exports to the Asia-Pacific Region. The funds will be available for accessing new markets in the Asia Pacific Region.

 

The Government of Canada has also announced the availability of CD$800,000 to Egg Farmers of Canada to develop a set of traceability standards for eggs. The funds will be made available from the Canadian Integrated Food Safety Initiative to be used by the Canadian Egg Industry Traceability System. The funds will be used for standards for processes and SOP to trace the movement of eggs, pullets and layers and to establish database requirements for egg and bird traceability information.

 

The EU has increased support to FAO's efforts to boost agricultural production in developing countries worst hit by high food prices. The EU Food Facility provides €223 million in funding assistance targeted particularly to small farmers including poultry and livestock. The funds will be used to reduce malnutrition and increase food security amongst small farmers.

A New Dutch Technology For Table Egg Production
 
In response to a need for a more sustainable non-confined, small-scale table egg production system, Rondeel, an affiliate of Vencomatic, have teamed with Dutch researchers to develop a new technology for table egg production. The concept was developed at Wageningen University and a trial house for 30,000 hens has been built and is being operated at Barneveld. 

 

The 245 foot diameter house consists of five modules radiating out like spokes of a wheel from a central core over an arc of 270°. The front 90° module is for access to the central core and is for deliveries and dispatches. Hens are housed in half of the two adjacent segments which contain nests, feeders and nipple lines like an aviary. The quadrants between the modules comprise outside access for the hens and are accessible to the hens during the day. These quadrants are screened for biosecurity. An additional 15 feet around the circumference is available for planting shrubbery and may be available to the hens. 

 

Since total area for each hen is 1.6 ft2 , the eggs from such a house can be stamped EU#2 as being Barn Flocks to distinguish them from EU#1 (free range flocks with 2.7 feet2 per hen) and EU#3 (conventional, enriched or colony cages).

	Chicken to the Rescue
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Chicken and Oil Spills
The Deepwater Horizon Oil Spill in the Gulf of Mexico has been in the world's headlines since 20 April 2010. The spill occurring as it did in deep water over 5,000 feet on the ocean floor after an explosion sank the rig, killed 11 rig workers and has thus far spewed > 40 million gallons of crude into the gulf. The spill is now threatening the coastline as far away as Florida, Cuba and may even get to the North Coast of Jamaica. BP and the US authorities are trying everything possible to stem the flow of oil and to protect the environment wherever possible.

 

In the not-too-distant future, chickens may come to the rescue for marine oil spills. It is well known that avian feathers repel water (hydrophobic) but attract oil (lipophilic). Building on this property as a starting point, Research by Prof. Richard Wool and his colleagues at the University of Delaware have shown that feather fibres can be used to attract oil to form an oil-soaked network which repels water. The oil-soaked network if broken up by the actions of waves or wind, will later re-assemble or re-structure. The feathers have to be processed to achieve the correct fibre size for highest efficiency.

 

The US yield of feathers from the industry is 5-6 billion pounds annually. This could yield enough fibres to clean up an oil spill of 200,000 miles2 or an area the size of the Gulf of Mexico.

 

Chicken and Brain Function
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Cerebos Pacific Limited is a Singapore-based company that has been manufacturing a chicken extract liquid supplement, BRAND'S Essence of Chicken, for 175 years. The product which enjoys wide consumer acceptance in the Far East became the first functional food to win the Grand Prize in 2006 of the International Association of Physiological Anthropology. 

 

The product has been the subject of much research and peer-reviewed publications (27 in the past 20 years). Evidence indicates that volunteers given the product under controlled conditions were less susceptible to irritation and performed better in focus and concentration exercises. Evidence also suggests better recovery after surgery and childbirth and improves lactation quality.

 

Cerebos has now set up a Brain Research Centre in Singapore to investigate these and other effects of the liquid supplement on human physiology and biochemistry.

 

Chicken and Cardio-Vascular Disease
Professor M. Terashima and his colleagues at the Kobe College in Japan have shown that proteins in skinless boneless leg meat can reduce hypertension. The researchers showed that skinless boneless chicken leg meat contains novel Angiotensin-Converting Enzyme (ACE) inhibitory peptides. ACE inhibitors work by inhibiting the conversion of Angiotensin I to the potent vasoconstrictor Angiotensin II, thereby improving blood flow and reducing blood pressure. The researchers showed that the inhibition of the ACE conversion was up to 98%. 

 

The researchers stated One of the proteins extracted could be a great starting substance for designing food supplements for hypertensive patients.
 
This work supplements earlier work done by Nippon Meat Packers in Hiroshima which showed that hydrolysed chicken leg collagen reduced blood pressure in hypertensive rats by up to 50mm mercury.

News From the Region
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Trinidad & Tobago (T&T)
On 24 May, the General Elections were held in T&T over two years earlier than the statutory period. The ruling party saw their number of seats reduced from 26 to 12 while the Peoples' Partnership won 29 seats and has formed the Government. T&T now has its first female Prime Minister, the Honourable Kamla Persad-Bissessar. The new minister of Food production, Land & Marine Affairs is Senator The Honourable Vasant Bharath. Since his appointment, Mr. Bharath has met with members of the poultry industry including the Executive Director of the CPA. Mr. Bharath is looking forward to a close working relationship with the industry. We are providing assistance to the Minister to develop a one-year Plan for the Ministry and the agricultural sectors. We are also providing assistance in the development of longer term plans.

 
Guyana
The feed mill at Friendship, East Bank, Guyana owned by Didco Trading Co. Ltd has been re-opened after being closed by fire on 18 February 2007. The mill received a loan of £16 million from the Guyana bank of Trade & Industry. The mill will manufacture feeds for poultry, horses, aquaculture and pigs.

 

Chile
At a recent meeting of the Broiler Producers Association of Chile (APA), the president, Juan Miguel Ovalle Garces stated that there has been considerable growth in the industry in Chile so that not only is Chile self-supporting but also exports. Meat consumption in Chile is now 30.5 kg poultry meat, 20.05 kg pork and 20.1 kg beef per annum.

The main producer in Chile is SuperPollo which has 60% market-share and produces 273,000 MT pa. The other main producer is Don Pollo. Aritzia has 600,000 breeders and exports 20% of its output. Chile has upgraded the regulatory framework and food safety infrastructure to achieve WTO/SPS compliance. Chile can export poultry meat to the USA.

 

Brazil
Chicken meat exports from Brazil for the first 4 months of 2010 showed y/y growth of 18% to USD1.9 billion but volume declined to 1.158 million tons (-1.43%). The leading destinations were the Middle East (426,300 MT valued at USD661.3 million), Asia with 316200 MT valued at USD500 million, EU (USD363.4 million), Africa (USD162 million) and the Americas (USD139.6 million).

The Future of the Poultry Industry
 
Several recent meetings have focused on the future of the poultry industry especially in its ability to feed a rapidly-expanding world population.

 

The UN has estimated that the present world population of 6.9 billion could expand to 9.2 billion persons by 2050. At the 5th Edition of Agri-Vision organized by Nutreco in the Netherlands, it was stated that the world will have to produce more food in the coming decades than has been produced in the past 10,000 years combined. Dr. Andre Foaij of the University of Utrecht has stated that the earth can support 40 billion persons and that there have to be investments in agriculture, water use efficiency, land use and soil protection.

 

At the INFORMA AGRA WORLD POULTRY CONFERENCE held 18020 May 2010 in London,  England, it was pointed out that FAO had calculated that the increased food output to be produced to feed the world's population by 2050 will come from:

· Additional farmland - 20% 

· Increased cropping   -  10% 

· New and more efficient technology - 70%

 

At the meeting, Jeff Simmons, President of ELANCO Animal health said If there is one protein group to specially admire for potential advantages to help double food supply, it is poultry.
 
In studies reported by the Food & Agriculture Policy Research Institute (FAPRI), Mark Clemens forecasts a decade of growth ahead for the global broiler industry to 2019. Production will increase 1.8% pa to 2019 to reach 79.36 million metric tons, of which 8.29 million metric tons will enter global trade.  Of exports, Brazil will account for 44.8%, the USA for 41.7% and Thailand 6.9%. 

 

The industry in the EU will be constrained by high feed costs, strict animal welfare rules and environmental regulations so that the EU will be a net broiler meat importer by 2019. EU consumption is expected to be 8 million metric tons by 2019.

 

Trade News
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The Office of Trade Negotiations (OTN) of the CARICOM Secretariat have commenced discussions with Canada on a Trade & Development Partnership Agreement between CARICOM Countries and Canada. The CARICOM Countries and Canada have long had a close association at both official and private levels. Many CARICOM Nationals reside or study across Canada. As a result, there is a constant flow of people to and from Canada and the Caribbean. There is also significant trade between the Caribbean countries and Canada.

The CPA have presented proposals to the OTN regarding the position of the poultry industry in these negotiations. The CPA have also made a presentation to the Third Technical Working Group of the OTN. Subsequent to this, the CPA have made four submissions to the OTN on the Chapter on Agriculture, SPS, Projects and Constraints to Exports to Canada.

 
A WTO Preliminary Report states that the USA has violated WTO Rules in banning poultry imports from China. The ban resulted from a provision in the USA 2009 Omnibus Appropriation Act.

 

The USA may commence poultry meat exports to Russia by the end of June 2010. The USA offered a choice of 22 chemicals to replace the use of chlorine in washing birds. However, many of these 22 chemicals were prohibited in Russia. A final agreement on chemicals agreeable to both sides is on the cards. Russian importers must specify the substances used in their application for an import licence.
